St Jude’s Church: A brief history

St Jude’s Church was opened in 1859 having been designed by the architect E. B. Lamb in 1856. It is a Grade II* listed building. The first stone was laid on Thursday, 28th October, 1858 by James Oades & Son, builders of Egham Hill. The building was completed in just 8 months at a cost of £1,847 (The Queen gave £100 towards this)! The church was dedicated by the Bishop of Winchester on 5th July. 
Until 1930, the church was served by clergymen of Egham but as the population of Englefield Green grew, it became independent. Since then, we have had 7 incumbents (Revs James, Williams, Vallins, Falkner Woods, Smith and Ewbank). In 1959, to celebrate the centenary a new clergy vestry was added. 

Recently we have become a United church, meaning that we work with the local Methodists.  One consequence of this is that the old Methodist buildings in Victoria Street are no longer needed for regular worship and they are being refurbished with the aim of providing a community centre. St Jude’s Church Council is fully in support of this venture and is reconsidering how best to use St Jude’s Church to complement this project.
